
TX SenseAbilities is now available 
by subscription or online only.

Dear TX SenseAbilities Reader,

Starting soon, paper copies of TX SenseAbilities are no longer going to be mailed to readers without a subscription.  The subscription fee is only $10 per year, and helps cover the cost of printing and mailing.  Subscribers who live in Texas and have a school-aged family member who has a visual impairment or deafblindness can request that we waive the subscription fee, and receive a paper copy in the mail free of charge.

TX SenseAbilities is currently, and will continue to be, published quarterly online at <www.tsbvi.edu>.  It is available for you to read on your browser, save to your hard drive, or print for your use on your own printer.  In order to conserve Project resources and take it easy on the planet, we would like to direct more readers to our web-based edition, and quit automatically mailing paper copies to people who don’t want or need them.

For those who don’t want to subscribe to the paper edition, but want notification when new issues are published online, we will send an e-mail announcement with a web link when each new issue is posted.  We are currently collecting a new database of e-mail addresses for our electronic-only readers.  If you wish to receive e-mail announcements, simply go online to www.tsbvi.edu, click on publications, scroll down to the TX SenseAbilites link, and click on “Sign up for email notification of new issues.“  

But never fear:  you still have an option to subscribe if you aren’t able to use our web edition and wish to continue receiving a paper copy of TX SenseAbilities in the mail!  On the other side of this page, you will find a subscription form for the paper version.  Follow the instructions, fill it out, and mail it back to us; you will continue to receive TX SenseAbilities in the mail!
